Children must always be
supervised in order to ensure that they do not
play with the tool. Children are not allowed to
carry out cleaning or maintenance.

If the tool’s power cable becomes damaged, it

must be replaced by the manufacturer, by one

of its customer service centers or by a similarly
trained person in order to prevent hazards.

The tool is not allowed to be used at altitudes
higher than 2000 m.

Danger!

Read all safety regulations and instructions.
Any errors made in following the safety regula-
tions and instructions may result in an electric
shock, fire and/or serious injury.

Keep all safety regulations and instructions
in a safe place for future use.

The term “electric tool” used in the safety inst-
ructions refers to electric tools operated from the
mains power supply (with a power cable) and to
battery operated electric tools (without a power
cable).

1. Workplace safety

a) Keep your work area clean and well illu-
minated. Untidy or unlit work areas can result
in accidents.

b) Do not operate the electric tool in an en-

2. Electrical safety

a) The connector plug from this electric tool
must fit into the socket.

Do not overload the appliance. Use the
correct tool for your work.

An electric tool that cannot be
switched on or off is dangerous and must be
repaired.

Pull the plug out of the socket and/or
remove the battery before making any
adjustments to the appliance, changing
accessories or putting the appliance
down. This safety measure prevents starting
the electric tool unintentionally.

Keep unused electric tools out of the
reach of children. Do not allow people
who are not familiar with the appliance or
who have not read these instructions to
use the appliance. Electric tools are dange-

rous if they are used by inexperienced people.

Clean your electric tool carefully. Check
whether moving parts are functioning
properly and not jamming, whether parts
are broken or damaged enough that the
functioning of this electric tool is affec-
ted.

a) Disconnect the tool from the power supply
(i.e. pull the power plug out of the power
socket) before you carry out any maintenance
or cleaning work on it.

b) Use only spare parts and accessories which
are recommended by the manufacturer.

c) The tool must be inspected and serviced
regularly. Have the tool repaired only in an
authorized workshop.

When working outdoors, use only extension
cables which are approved for outdoor use.
Extension cables must have a minimum cross-
section of 3 x 0.75 mm? and are not allowed

to be of a lighter duty class than HO5RN-F
Extension cables are not allowed to exceed a
maximum length of 50 m. Plug connections must
have earthing contacts and be protected from
rainwater.

Additional safety instructions

° Before you begin your work, examine the ma-
terial you want to cut. Remove any foreign bo-
dies. Continue to watch out for foreign bodies
while you are working. If you come across any
foreign bodies while cutting, turn off the ma-
chine and remove the items in question.

e Work only when visibility is adequate.

® Make sure you stand squarely at all times
while working. Be careful when walking back-
wards. Tripping hazard!

® Never leave the equipment unsupervised in
the work area. If you stop work for a while,
leave the equipment in a safe place.

e If you stop your work in order to go to another
area to work, you must make sure that the
equipment is switched off while you are going
there.
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Never use the equipment while it is raining or
in damp or wet surroundings.

When you are not using the equipment, keep
itin a dry place out of the reach of children.
Use the equipment only in the way described
in these operating instructions and always
hold it perpendicular to the ground. Every
other position is dangerous.

Check at regular intervals that the screws are
properly tightened.

The area to be cut must always be kept clea-
red of cables and other objects.

If the equipment has to be lifted for trans-
porting, be sure to switch off the motor first
and wait for the cutter to come to a standstill.
Each time you leave the equipment, switch off
the motor.

Under no circumstances are you to cut
against hard objects during use. This is impe-
rative to prevent injury to yourself and dama-
ge to the equipment.

Use only original replacement parts for re-
pairs.

Before starting up the equipment, and after
any collision, check the equipment for signs
of wear or damage and have any necessary
repairs carried out.

Always keep your hands and feet away from
the cutting unit, especially when switching the
motor on.

Acquaint yourself with the controls and how to
use the tool.

Stop using the equipment when there are
people — particularly children — or pets nearby.

Never mount metal cutting elements.
Electrically powered trimmers should be re-
paired only by authorized persons.

Use only spare parts and accessories which
are recommended by the manufacturer.
Before use, you must check the power cable
and extension cable for signs of damage and
wear.

Keep the power cable and the extension
cable away from the cutting unit.

e If the cable is damaged during operation, it
must be disconnected immediately from the
power supply. Do not use the machine if the
power cable is damaged or worn.

® Never connect a damaged power cable to the
power supply or touch a damaged cable be-
fore it has been disconnected from the power
supply — damaged cables might result in you
touching active parts.

e Keep extension cables away from dangerous
moving parts in order to prevent damage to
cables that might result in you touching active
parts.

5. Before starting the equipment

Before you connect the equipment to the mains
supply make sure that the data on the rating plate
are identical to the mains data.

5.1 Assembling the grass trimmer (Fig. 3a
and 3c)

® Mount the safety guard on the motor head
(see Fig. 3a).

® Then fix the safety guard with 2 screws (1.).

® Finally, secure the edge guide with the last
two screws (2.) (see Fig. 3b).

5.2 Adjusting the additional handle (Fig. 4)
Place the electric grass trimmer on a firm surface.
Slacken the screw (Fig. 5/Item A) and move the
additional handle to its optimal position. Lock the
handle in place by tightening the screw.

5.3 Height adjustment (Fig. 4)

Place the electric grass trimmer on a firm surface.
First loosen the height adjuster (Fig. 4/ltem 6).
Then set the required length and retighten the
height adjuster.

5.4 Adjusting the angle of the handlebar
(Figure 5)

When the lock is pressed (Fig. 5/Item 15) you can

adjust the angle of the handlebar to 5 positions.

Set the angle which is best suited for your work.

Make sure that there is an audible click when the

handlebar engages.

6. Operation

The electric grass trimmer is designed only to cut
grass.

The electric grass trimmer has a fully automatic
line extension system. If the line of the electric
grass trimmer is reduced through operation, it is
automatically extended to the maximum cutting
width. This ensures that you can cut your lawn
with the perfect cutting width at all times.

Caution! If the line is too long when you use the
equipment for the first time, the surplus end of it
will be cut by the blade on the guard hood.

Your grass trimmer will work at its best if you ob-

serve the following instructions:

® Never use the grass trimmer without its safety
devices.

® Do not cut grass when it is wet. The best re-
sults are had on dry grass.

e Connect the power cable to the extension
cable and fasten this to the strain-relief clamp
(Figure 6/ltem 13).

e To switch on your grass trimmer, press the

ON/OFF switch (Fig. 6/Item 3).

To deactivate the grass trimmer, let go of the

On/Off switch (Figure 6 / ltem 3).

¢ Do not move the grass trimmer against the
grass until the switch is pressed, i.e. wait until
the trimmer is running.

® For the correct cutting action, swing the grass
trimmer to the side as you walk forward, hol-
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ding it at an angle of approx. 30° as you do so
(see Figure 7 and Figure 8).

® Make several passes to cut long grass shor-
ter step by step from the top (see Figure 9).

e Use the edge guide and the guard hood to
prevent unnecessary wear on the line.

® Keep the grass trimmer away from hard ob-
jects in order to avoid unnecessary line wear.

Using the grass trimmer as an edge trimmer

(Fig. 12/13)

To cut the edges of lawns and flower beds, the

grass trimmer can be converted as follows:

®  Switch off the power supply of the electric
grass trimmer.

® Pull the sleeve (Fig. 12/ltem 10) to the rear.

® Hold the sleeve in the rear position and rotate
the top handle through 180° (Fig. 12) until it
latches in place.

© Now you have converted the electric grass
trimmer to an edge trimmer for cutting the
lawn vertically (Fig. 13).

7. Replacing the power cable

Danger!

If the power cable for this equipment is damaged,
it must be replaced by the manufacturer or its
after-sales service or similarly trained personnel
to avoid danger.

8. Cleaning, maintenance and
ordering of spare parts

Always pull out the mains power plug before star-
ting any cleaning work.

8 1 Cleaning
Keep all safety devices, air vents and the
motor housing free of dirt and dust as far as
possible. Wipe the equipment with a clean
cloth or blow it with compressed air at low
pressure.

® Clean the equipment regularly with a moist
cloth and some soft soap. Do not use
cleaning agents or solvents; these could at-
tack the plastic parts of the equipment.

ingress of water into an electric tool increases
the risk of an electric shock.

® Use a brush to remove deposits from the
safety guard.

8.2 Replacing the line spool (Fig. 14-16)

Important! Make sure that you pull out the

power plug before replacing the line spool!
Press the sides of the spool cover as shown
and remove the cover (Figure 14-15).

® Remove the empty line spool.

¢ Thread the ends of the line on the new line
spool through the eyelets in the spool recep-
tacle (Fig. 16).

® Fit the spool cover back in the spool mount.

® When you start the equipment again the line
will be cut to the perfect length automatically.

Caution! Bits of the nylon line could cause

injury when flung out!
